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14 For all who are led by the Spirit of God are children of God.

15 So you have not received a spirit that makes you fearful slaves. Instead, you received God’s Spirit when he
adopted you as his own children. Now we call him, “Abba, Father.” 16 For his Spirit joins with our spirit to
affirm that we are God’s children. 17 And since we are his children, we are his heirs. In fact, together with

Christ we are heirs of God’s glory. Romans 8:14-17

What makes it difficult for you to claim your new status and new family as God'’s beloved child? What
part of Romans 8:14-16 connects with you? Reminds you of who you are in Christ? If you don’t belong
to Christ, by faith in him, what is stopping your from coming to him as your Lord and Savior?

Can you relate to Juli's get in the right car analogy? How would you know if you were in the “wrong
spiritual car?” What are your red flags to watch for?

If you are a “son” of God, what aspect of your adoption particularly thrills you today? What difference
does it make to your thoughts, priorities or behavior today?

Say something about an aspect of God’s glory you find fascinating. What would it look like to be a
reflector of that part of God’s glory?
