Helpful Instructions
1. Set a timer for 50-80 minutes. Leave 10-15 minutes for ending well.

2. Round One: Each person chooses 2-3 questions they want to answer.

3. Round Two : Each person picks one question at a time to ask the group. Continue until time is up.

4. Round Three:

a. Listening Check- Each person shares one thing they are going to remember or one thing

someone said that impacted them in a powerful way while listening.

AND/OR

b. Prayer-Collect prayer requests, pray for the person on your right or have one person close

with prayer.
